What is Night of Knights (NOK)?

All FA Teachers and Students will work together with volunteers to learn about their
mission country, find ways to bless a cross-cultural worker in their country, and
make artifacts (art, food, crafts), and display facts about the country in creative
ways.
Each team will also produce an “infomercial” for their country and cross-cultural
workers to be viewed during NOK.
The goal is to raise awareness of God's movements around the globe and raise
funds to bless these cross-cultural workers.
We have a GroupMe & a DOC set up for each country.
